(commonly called Mdtafever), newcastledisease (commonly called fowl pest
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or fowl plague), parayticrabies(bat transmitted), psittacos's, rabies, rinderpes,
sarcoptic mangein horse, scrapie, swineerysipeas, swinefever (including
Africanswinefever and hog cholera), tubercul os's, trypanosomiases (including
dourine, mal decaderas, surraand trypanosomavivax infection), variolaoving,
variolavaccinia, and such other diseasesasthe Minister may fromtimetotime
by Order declareto be animal diseaseswithin the meaning of thisAct;

“animd product” meansthederivativesof animds, bethey geneticay engineered
or altered or otherwise, destined for human or animal consumption or for
pharmaceutical, agricultura, industrial or domesticuse;

“beedisease” includes Acariasisof bees, American foul brood, European foul
brood, Nosemaof bees, and Varroasisand such other diseasesasthe Minister
may fromtimeto time by Order declareto be bee diseaseswithin themeaning
of thisAct,

“biological” includes any substance commonly known as antibiotics,
chemoathergpeutic agents, hormones, vaccines, sera, toxins, anti-toxins, antigens
and micro-organismsand partsof micro-organismsliving or killed or any other
biologica substancewhichisintended solely for useinthepracticeof veterinary
medicine, andincludesgermplasm of animasfor usein artificia insemination,
and embryotransfer;

“Board” meansthe Board established under section 10 of thisAct;

“carcass’ meansthe carcassof any anima, andincludesany part of the carcass
or of themeat, bones, hide, skin, hoofs, horns, offal or other part of ananimal;

“cattle’ includesbulls, cows, oxen, steers, heifersand calves;

“carrier” includesany vehicle, ship, aircraft or any other meansof transportation
by which plants, planting materias, plant products, fruitsand vegetables, pests,
s0il, animals, animal productsand any other non-plant articlesaremoved from
one placeto ancther;
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“ Chairman” meansthe Chairman of the Board of Directors;

“designated officer” meansan Officer of the Authority designated by the
Authority under thisAct;

“defined port” meansaport asdefined by any Regulationsmade under section
61 of thisAct;

“diseased” meansaffected with discase;

“disinfection” meansthe utilization of any approved substance or process
designed to prevent, eliminate or reduce any pest or micro-organismswith
which plantsor animals, or partsof plant or animal products, may be affected;

“feed” meansgrass, hay or any other plant or anima substance commonly used
asfoodfor animals,

“fish” includesall or any of thevarietiesof marineor fresh water animals, by
whatever description called;

“fish disease” includes Bonamiosis, Epizootic haematopoletic necrosis,
Haplosporidoss, Infectioushaematopoietic necrosis, Iridoviross, Martellioss,
Mickocytosis (Mikrocytos mackini), Oncorrhynchus masou virus disease,
Perkinosis, Spring viraemiaof Carp, Taurasyndrome, Viral haemorraghic
septicaemia, and such other disease asthe Minister may fromtimetotimeby
Order declareto beafish diseasewithin themeaning of thisAct;

“fruitsand vegetables’ meansall edible portions of food plantsintheraw or
unprocessed state;

“Government” meansthe Government of Bdize;

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“plant pest” meansany living stagein any insect, mite, nematode, dug, snail,
protozoa, animal, bacterium, fungus, parasitic plant or any reproductive part
thereof, virus, phytoplasma, or any organism capable of causing damageto
any plant or plant product;

“plant product” meansany substance, materia or article of vegetableorigin,
including pollen, processed or unprocessed, beit genetically engineered, dtered
or otherwise, whichiscapable of harbouring or transporting plant pests;

“quarantine pest” meansapest of potential national economicimportanceto
Bdize

(@ notyetpresentinBelize; or

(b)  whichispresentin Belizebut not yet firmly established; or

() whichisestablishedinBelizebutisactively being controlled;
“restricted article” includesany planting materid, fruit, vegetable, plant product,
plant pest, livebeneficia organismor soil, likely to result intheentry or spreed
of plant pests or diseases or any other article which is designated by the
Authority, by Order published inthe Gazette, asarestricted article;
“s0il” meanstheloose surface materialsof theearthinwhich plantsgrow, in

most cases consisting of disintegrated rock with an admixture of organic
materia sand solublesalts, or any other mediuminwhich plantsgrow or can

be propagated;
“sugpected” meanssuspected of being diseased or contaminated with chemicas
Or poisons.

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7. The Minister may, after consultation with the Chairman, giveto the
Board directionsof ageneral character asto the policy to befollowed inthe
performance of any of itsfunctions, and the Board shall give effect to such
directions.

PART IlI

Appointment of Staff, etc.

8.-(1) TheBoard may, withtheapproval of the Minister, appoint and empl oy,
at such remuneration and subject to suchtermsand conditionsasit thinksfit, a
suitably qualified Managing Director, who shdl bethe chief executive officer of
the Authority and shall beresponsible, subject to section 9 bel ow, for managing
theday to day affairsof the Authority.

(20 TheBoard may appoint and employ, at such remuneration and
subject to such termsand conditionsasit thinksfit, such other officers, employees
and agentsasit consdersnecessary for the proper performanceof itsfunctions.

(3) Thepost of Managing Director, and thepostsof theadminigtrative,
technical, professional, clerical and secretaria staff shall be pensionableunder
the Pensions Act, notwithstanding anything to the contrary inthat Act or any
other enactment. Personsholding ancillary postsof thesemi-skilled or unskilled
category shall beentitled to retirement benefitsunder the Government (Open
Vote) Workers Regulations.

(4 Whereanofficerinthepublic serviceistransferred to an office
under the Authority and heretiresor resignson pension from, or dieswhilein
sarviceof, the Authority, hisserviceinthe public serviceshdl rank asquaifying
serviceor pensionable service, asthe case may be, for purposesof determining
hisdligibility for agratuity or pension under the PensionsAct.

(5) Notwithstanding any contrary provisioninthe PensonsAct or
any other enactment amending or replacing that Act, where aperson employed
inapensionableofficeby the Authority istransferred to apensionableofficein
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thepublic service, hisserviceunder the Authority shdl rank asqudifying service
or pensionable service, asthe case may be, for purposes of determining his

(6) Whenmaking payment for apension or gratuity in respect of
officersreferred to in subsections (4) and (5) above, the Government shall
pay thewhole pension or gratuity, but the Authority shall contributeto the
Government for the portion representing the number of yearsof pensionable
servicerendered by the officer in the employment of the Authority.

(7) The Authority may provide for the establishment and
maintenancefor thebenefit of itsofficersand employeesof aPenson Scheme,
Socia Security Scheme, or Provident Fund Scheme, and without prejudiceto
thegenerality of theforegoing, such Schemesmay enablethe Authority to: -

(@ contributetothe Government themoniesreferredtoin
subsection (6) above;

(b) grantgratuities, pensionsor superannuation alowancesto, or
tothewidows, familiesor dependants of , itsemployeesand
officers,

(c) establish contributory and superannuation schemes and
establish and contributeto superannuation fundsfor the benefit
of itsemployeesand officers,;

(d) enterintoand carry into effect agreementsfor securing to any
such employeesor officers, widows, family or dependents
such gratuities, pensionsor allowancesasare by thissection
alowedto begranted.
